District Conservationist Report:

Engineering: 3 waterways have been constructed, one terrace job completed, one wetland restoration
completed and one terrace project was staked.

EQIP: There are 18 EQIP applications to date. The scoring period ends on May 22, 2009. Obligation
will be made in June with 23.3 million dollars for Minnesota. On July 1, 2009 all money must be
obligated.

CRP/CREP: Applications for CP38 are still being taken.

1026/spot-checks: The 2009 status review is almost completed. Brian has been assisting Redwood
County with their wetland work load.

Wildlife Habitat Incentive Program (WHIP): There are 4 WHIP applications with $93,000 for the area.
The deadline for the WHIP applications is the same as EQIP.

Conservation Stewardship Program (CSP): CSP is coming. St. Paul received their training on May 5 -6,
2009.

RC&D: Community Garden project has been funded. There was a garden meeting on May 13, 20009.
WRP/RIM: To date there are 15 applications.

New Staff: The Slayton FO will house a WAE this summer. Her same is Abygail Williams. She will be
starting on June 1, 2009.

Weed Management Workshop: There will be a Weed Management Workshop on June 10, 2009.
