Forward to Supervisors: Heron Lake Watershed District Minutes

County Commissioner Report: Bob reported that the county has received the wind tower money for the
2008 season. The county will not be receiving any state funding for the 2009 budget. 2010 budget talks
will be starting in the next few weeks. Murray County Hospital revenue is being shown in the black. The
commissioners approved the Water Retention Project in section 26 of Chanarambie Township, with one
stipulation that the engineering firm look at utilizing a county tile to outlet the runoff water into instead of
allowing overland flow. Area Il will be touring the county to see if they can identify more sites for water
retention projects. Better communication is needed between the county and the FSA Office to determine if
spoils from an open ditch cleanout would affect a producer that has CRP filter strips. Bob was at a
meeting that discussed demographics, where more people are starting to move back to rural areas.
Discussed the District sponsoring a Rain Garden Workshop, more information will be gathered and a
decision will be made later to hold such a workshop.

District Conservationist Report:

Engineering: One WHIP wetland restoration and one waterway completed.

EQIP: Nine applications funded for $92,000 with possibly three more to be funded. Had a total of 24
applications. Completed residue checks.

CRP/CREP: Received the 2009 status reviews from FSA . CP38 acres are done.

1026/spot-checks: Assisting Redwood County with 1026°s and wetland work load. 2009 status reviews
are completed.

Wildlife Habitat Incentive Program (WHIP): Have three applications funded; anticipate two more
applications to be funded.

Conservation Stewardship Program (CSP): CSP audit will start this month. Training was last week.
RC&D: Community Garden has been planted. Certified as completed to receive RC&D funds.
