Engineering: Allisa sent engineering spot check information to the A.O.  Paul Bridgland will be here on 
Friday September 11, 2009 for the review. 
EQIP: EQIP payments can be certified until September 15, 2009.  EQIP payments will be made sometime 
after October 1, 2009. 
GRP: We have had another successful round of GRP with 7 applications.  Six of the seven applications 
have been funded. 
Wildlife Habitat Incentive Program (WHIP): Randy Schindle; DNR Private Lands Specialist was in the 
area on September 9, 2009 to review a native prairie restoration where tree invasion has become a 
problem. 
Conservation Stewardship Program (CSP): The sign-up for CSP started on August 10, 2009 and runs 
through September 30.  The payments are expected to be around the $15.00/acre with 5 year contracts.  
The CMT tool for ranking applications will be available in September.  To date there are 7 CSP 
applications. 
RC&D:  The RC&D meeting was held on September 9, 2009. 
WRP/RIM: There are no WRP/RIM applications funded for Phase II.  As of date there is one offer for a 
project.  The landowners have until September 19, 2009 to accept or deny the offer. 
MOU: The MOU’s were reviewed by the Board.  The SWCD will now lease space separately from 
NRCS.
