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Murray 2008 Audit Report: Dick Holmberg passed out the Audited Financial Report for the Murray 
Soil and Water Conservation District for the year ended December 31, 2008.  Dick reviewed the final 
report with the Supervisors. 
 
County Commissioner Report: Bob Moline reported that Gary Dierks will be retiring on December 31, 
2009.  They will be advertising for his position.  The levy was set by the Commissioners for 1.09%, with 
Bob voting no because he wanted to see a 0% increase.  The Murray County Health Insurance will 
increase 11.6% in 2010. There will be a levy for ambulance service.  A charge of $35.00 per section and 
$10.00 per person in the city will be given.   
 
District Conservationist Report:  Allisa and Brian have started staking waterways for 2 different 
landowners.  As soon as more crop comes off they will have a couple of basin projects to stake.  A 
compost facility should get constructed this fall.  A WRP restoration is started. 
EQIP: Brian and Allisa can resume making EQIP payments.  NRCS may be looking at having a local 
workgroup meeting for 2010 EQIP in November. 
CRP/CREP: A anticipated general sign up in 2010 
Conservation Stewardship Program (CSP): The sign-up period for CSP ended September 30, 2009.  There 
are 45 applications for 47,635 acres of cropland and 581 acres of pasture.   
WRP/RIM: No word on the next sign-up phase. 
Community Garden: Would the SWCD be willing to till the garden this fall?

There is 2.6 million dollars available of CWF with 
RFP’s due to BWSR by December 1, 2009.
